65th Annual Arizona State USBC Open Championship Tournament Rules 

 
1. “Tournament is open to all USBC sanctioned bowlers who are members of a chartered Association in the State of Arizona and Blythe, CA. In addition, a non-resident who is eligible 

for the State Championships tournament in their state of residency must have bowled 21 games or more in a sanctioned league competition through a chartered Local Association in 

the State of Arizona as of and including May 1, 2012.” The following limits shall apply to card-carrying members of any organization of professional bowlers, as of August 1, 2011. 

a. Not more than two such players on a five member team lineup. 

b. Not more than one such player in a two member lineup. 

c. Each player shall be eligible to enter singles and all events. 

2. Participants may enter team event twice (but not on the same squad), with no more than three (3) people in the lineup being the same. The first score bowled will count towards 

entrant’s All Events total.  

3. Participants may enter doubles and singles only once. Participants must enter both singles and doubles to bowl in either. Doubles will be bowled first. Doubles & Singles entries 

must be complete in pairs. No half entries will be accepted.  
4. AVERAGES: 

a. USBC Rule 319a shall apply. 

b. Participants shall use their highest 2010-2011 Arizona Book average, based on a minimum of 21 games. If no 2010-11 season average, participant will use their highest 

Arizona current average, based on 21 or more games (as of 1 May 2012).  All others shall be assigned an average of 230. 

c. USBC Rule 319a2 (10 Pin Rule) Shall apply – When the previous season’s average is used, and at the time of bowling an entrant has a current average for 21 or more 

games that is 10 pins or more higher than the prior season’s average, the current average must be used. 

d. It shall be each bowler’s responsibility to verify the accuracy of their average whether submitted by the bowler, the team captain, or others. Failure to use the correct 

average shall result in disqualification if the submitted average is lower than the actual average. Prize winnings shall be based on the submitted average if it is higher than 

the actual average. 

e. USBC Rule 319d (tournament prize winnings) shall not apply for this tournament. 

f. HANDICAP shall be based on 90 percent of the difference between the entrants’ average and 230. 

5. USBC Rule 319e – “Rerating Requirements” shall apply. 

6. USBC Rule 13 – “Unmarried Grade and High School Students” will be enforced. 
7. Entrants shall not be allowed to bowl on their assigned lanes within 2 hours prior to the time that they are scheduled to bowl. 

8. Plaques will be awarded to the highest actual pinfall in each event and division. In case of a tie, co-champions shall be declared. 

9. Cash prizes will be awarded for each event on a handicap basis by division. 

10. Prize fees shall be returned at a minimum of 1 to 8 except for all events, which will be a minimum of 1 to 14. 

11. Any entrant not paying the optional all events fee shall not be eligible for cash prizes in that event. Participant shall be eligible for the championship plaque. 

12. All event fees may be transferred only if the substitute replaces the original entrant in ALL entered events prior to participation in any event by either participant. 

13. USBC Membership cards (or proof of purchase) must be presented – NONE will be sold at the tournament. 

14. The decision of the Tournament Director shall be final unless an appeal is made in accordance with USBC Rule 329. PROTESTS MUST BE FILED IN WRITING WITHIN 24 

HOURS. 

15. Any change made in original line-up shall be made 7 days prior to bowling and must be made in writing. Substitutions may be made up to 1 hour prior to squad time. 

Substitutions made at the tournament site must complete entire series they have substituted in. Example, team for team and singles & doubles for singles & doubles. 
16. Any check, in payment for entry fees for the state tournament, that is returned for non-payment will be assessed a service charge of $20.00. 

17. Refunds – Entry fees will not be refunded after the entry is scheduled and the closing date for entries (April 14, 2012) has passed. 

18. All entries received by March 14, 2012 will have the opportunity to be drawn from a pool for a free team entry. Four entry numbers will be drawn at random and those winners will 

have their team entry fee refunded. Only those entries with team events will be eligible. 

19. DRESS CODE RULE: Participants will wear a shirt with a “butterfly” type or “mock-type” collar with sleeves. Hemmed shorts*, skorts*, and jeans (with no holes) 

will be allowed. *NOTE: Skirt, skorts, and short hemlines must extend beyond bowler’s fingertips when standing relaxed and arms are extended downward at the 

bowler’s side. Prohibited attire includes, but is not limited to: T-shirts, tank top shirts, cut offs, short shorts, headgear (allowed for medical reasons only), and sweats, 

spandex. Shirts with inappropriate or vulgar pictures or writing will not be allowed. Electronic Devices are prohibited during competition. Failure to comply, bowler will 

not be allowed to bowl and cause forfeiture of entry fees. Tournament director or designee’s decision as to appropriateness of attire will be final.
